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Cid Apprehends
Cable Thieves

August 7 — Approximately two
months ago the Bati road became
the scene of activity similar to the
great gold rush of “ 49", only in
this inslance the prospectors were
digging for copper and lead.
Another dissimilarity from the
famous gold rush, one which brought
the CID into the picture, was the
fact that the copper and lead was
not in it's native state, having been
laid in 1943 as an emergency com-
‘munication cable by the U. §. Army.
The subterranean cable, valued

at four hundred thousand dollars, |

was strung between Foggia and Bari,
buried at a depth of 30 inches,
adjacent to the road.

According to CID agents Gilbert
Zitterbart and Walter Vickrey, the

Italian pick and shovel prospectors |

conducted their illegal activities
under cover of darkness and their
giscavery was due to the fact that
they neglected to refill the ditches
after removing the cable.

Approximately half of the cable
has been stolen, the majority of it
from the Foggia end of the line.
Between Foggia and Cerignola the
cable has been entirely removed
except for isolated lengths laid
beneath intersecting roads.

Agent Vickrey stated that, to date
thirty-seven arrests have been made
and approximately twenty miles of
the cable has been recovered. Some
of the thieves were apprehended
while staking out a line in prepa-
ration for their night time activities.
One brazen youth was piked up
pedalling his bicycle along the Bari
‘road with a length of the cable in
his possession. Agent Vickrey con-
tinued, “ The case is practically
closed. We expect to complete our

arrests and recover the remainder
of the cable inthe next day or
so"

Aug. B A fire of undetermined
origin swept the (uartermaster
Laundry and Dry Cleaning esta-
blishment atten o'clock this mor-
ning, completely destroying . the
plant and- equipment. The office
and ware - house however, were
undamaged by the blaze and only
the clothing which was in the
plant was lost.
