Charge For Movies
Starting 20 Of May

Caserta - Movie houses in the
Mediterranean theater showing 35
millimeter films will revert to Sta-
teside status on May 20 in com-
pliance with a new War Department
directive, MTOUSA headquarters
announced this week.

In Foggia, the directive means
that there will be, beginning en
that date, a fifteen - cent charge
(83. 75) lire for movies shown
at the Flagella Theater. The tickets
will be sold in prominent places
throughout the city, such as the
FPX, Special Servicers Officers,
and the Flagella, and will be
merchandised in blocks of four for
135 lire.

Under the new system, three
different movies will be shown at
the Flagella per week. USO shows
and other added entertainment
will continue to be shown witheut
cost.

Additional regulations prohibit
the showing of 16 millimeter films
within a three wile radius of amy
theater showing 35 millimeter pi-
ctures: In Foggia, 16 millimeter
showings such as those givem at
the Enlisted Men's Red Cross amd
the Sarti Hetel will be discontinned.

The new regulations have been
effected because of a change in
the fifm industry. 35 millimeter
films are no longer presemted to
the Asmy gratis. This practise
was discontinued with the end ef
hostilities and the new admission
charge will be used to pay for
the entertainment.

Reorganized after the demiise of
Fascism here, (Mussolini abolished
the Box Scouts in Italy because it
was an international organization)
Foggia's Boy Scouts celebrated St.
George's Day last week by inau-
gurating the third scout (roop in
Foggia Province. Foggia 1, like the
new troop, has its headquarters at
the San Michele School in this
city. There is” another troop in the
small town of San Tommaseo. Each
of the troops has twenty - four
scouts on its rolls,

Dressed in uniforms given to
them by American and Britis sol-
diers the Foggian’ scouts gathered
last week at San Michele to cele-
brate the birth of the new troop.
Red Cross” Ann Starbuck, as god-
dmother of the new organization,
was the honored guest. A litile
shyly, the scoutmaster gave Ann
the first membership card. And
then the festivities went on in a
usual scout manner. Tent pitching
races, outdoor cooking, knot tying
and similar techniques.

Unlike the American scout orga-
nization, . Italian Boy Scouts ~are
split into three age groups, Pio-
neers (16-yrs) Scouts (12:15 yrs),
and Lupetti, meaning little wolves,
(8,12 yrs.). The new troop is made
up of one patrol of twenlty-eight little
wolves.

In their
scout room, stored away safely and
taken out only for the special oc-
casions, they hoard their few hat-
chets, some messing and camping
equipment, and six tents.

One of the uses of their few
tools has been carpentry work which
the scouts have taken in Foggia to
make money for the troop. Foggia's
boy scouts are planuing big things.

Local Political Parties Open Drive For Cosfituent Assembly

Communists Hold First Rally As Di Vittorio
Adresses Red’ Crowds in Foggia

Foggia, May 7,1946 - Communist Party members and red banners
from Foggia Province gathered in XX Settembre Square to hear spe-
eches by Guisepee Di Vittorio and Guiseppe Imperiale, Communist
candidates for delegates to the Costituent Assembly, in the first of lo-
cal political rallies for the 21 seats allocated to the Foggia - Bari pro-
vince for the National Constituent Assembly.

The elections which will take place on Sunday, June 2,1946, will
also determine by plebiscite whether Italy shall be a monarchy or be-

come a republic.
Communists Favor A Republic
Mr. Imperiale, the first speaker
of the morning reviewed the de-
mocratic acts of Mazzini, Garibaldi,
Cattaneo and Pisacane and the de-
clared that Italy was never truly
democratic aftes 1886 until today.
He called upon his followers fo
vote for the Republic.
Di Vittorio in his spee which

highlighted the day, oullined the
program of the Italian. Communist

Party. He stated 'the national weal-
th is a collective product of all
ltalians - peasants, workers, techni-

cians and intellectuals, therefore
we cannot tolerate a dominant mi-

nority having all the __fruits of so- |

cial ativities.” .

“ We want,” he gontinued, “a
respected people truly free to spe-
ak and act without awe of one or
a few tyrannical men. The com-
munist party desires these reform:
nationalization of all pubblic utili-
ties, elimination of all large land
estates, nationalization of banks;
fiscal reforms placing the greatest
a burden on the rich; and an e-
ducational reform allowing schoo-
ling for all people. “ Addressing
himself to the intellettuals, Di Vit
torio stated, * The Party considers
you as thesame workmen, as pea-
sants; that is necessary for the so-
cial welfare ."”

. Speaking of religion, Di Vittorio
concluded, "... we maintain the re-

spect for the Catholics, but we
shall not tolerate the use of chu-
rches for squares of public antico-
munist propaganda.

Profile Of A Communist

Guiseppe 'Peppino’ Di Viltorio,
was born in nearby Cerignola about
fifty yearsago. His father was a farm
laborer. The extreme poverty of his
family caused him to leave elemenatary
school after the second grade to work
on the land.

As a voung man he ioined the ra-
dical movement. He was the first se-
cretary of Camera Del Lavoro of Ce-
rignola. For his leadership against Fa-
scism in 1921 he was elected Deputy
to the Italian parliament. At the time

of his election le Was in iail for po-
litical activities. After Mussolini abo-
lished the ltalian Parliament in 1925, |
Di Vittorio Was confined to jail many

times for continued activity against |
Fascism. His total political confine:

ment in [talian jails Was to last fm{
12 years.

Educated The 'Hard May’

It was here that Di Vittorio lear-
ned about political science, history,
sociology, economics, languages, scie-
nces For i the same jails educated
and learned individuals shared the co-
nfinement. Upon his release Di Vit-
torio emigrated to France, Russia, and
Belgium from Where he continued to
direct the anti-fascist struggle.

During the Spanish Civil War he
was Political Commissaf of an Inter-

the defense of Madrid. During this
war he worked with the French Ma-
quis in the underground movement.
He was captured by the Germans
and turned over to the ltalian Fascists
He was freed -after July 25, 1943,
the day that marked the end of the,
Mussolini regime. ;

At the present time he is Vice-
President of the International Labor
Association and leading candidate of
the Communist Party for the Foggia
Ban District.
