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Italy Yotes
For Republic

Italy is a Republic today. In a
free vote in which over eighty per-
eent of eligible volers cast their
ballots on June 2nd and 3rd to
make their choice of a Republic or
Monarchy, fifty-four percent of the
people chose the Republic. Simult-
aneausly the people of Italy voted
for delegates for the Constituent

Assembly where the new constitu- |

tion will be drafted.

In national voting, the final count
gave the Christian Democrais 35%
of the votes, Socialists 21%, and
Communists, 19%, Locally, however,
the balloting was more in line with
Southern Italy’s tradionally conser-
vative vote. Foggia voted a 66%
majority for the Monarchy, and
the Christian Democrat Party got
a 41% plurality. (See Page 4 for
complete tabulations)

Close Republic Win

The close referendum vote (543
to 46%) came as a surprice to for-
eign observers who had gone out
on a limb before election tiwe to
predict an overwehelming defeat
for the House of Savoy. Stateside
press opinion had been that the
Monarchy had only a * slim chan-
ee * . Christian Democrats votes
apparenty surprized the people
when, after having decided by a
large majorily at the D. C. party
convention to oppose the Monarchy,
they shifted heavily to the King's

'side. If leftist votes went Republican,

then only about one third of the
D. C. votes were for the Republic.

Yesterday, after final results had
been announced and the man on
the street was hearing wild rumors
that Sicily was thinking of seccesion
because of the King's defeat, four
major parties entered a plea to the
people to accept the results and
maintain order. Until this time there
have been no reports of serious
violence

115 Go Home

Under the latest redeployment
requirements issued to Foggia
Army Air Base, by MTOUSA
Headquarters ninety-four Enli-
sted Men and twenty Officers
left Foggia last week for the
Replacement Depot in Leghorn
on their way to the United States.
The requirements necessary for
redeployment under the latest
regulations are: Enlisted Men, 43
points or 28 months of service;
Officers' 66 points or 44 months
of service.

In addition to the 114 soldiers
who were redeployed, Caplain
Frank Voightmann, Commanding
Officer of the 955 Aviation En-
gineering Squadron, returned to
the Uuited States for 45 days
on temporary duty orders.

The
foodcargo of the American ship
was delivered almost totally to the
Puglia province, which is the heel of
the boot of lialy, and 1t is now
expected that the food situation in
this geographical area will be se-
cure until the harvesting of the
local wheat crop in at few weeks.

Applicants Outnumber
Openings In
Regular Army

An officer applying for a com-
mission in the ground forces of
the Regular Army has one chance
in ten of being appointed. In the
Air Forces he has one chance in
fifteen, a cable received here from
MTOUSA Headquarters stated re-
cently.

In addition, certain officers now
in the Army will be released, Co-
lonel Robert K. Martin stated, ev-
en though they are in waiver cate-
gories and may have applied for
the RA. These will include officers
over age in grade, limited service
officers, and ofiicers wiih low ef-
ficiency ratings:

A total of 108,582 applications
for the RA have been received by
the WD After rejoctions, ard wi-
th-drawels, 07,550 remain. Of ap-
proxmatily 23.000 applicants for
Ground Arms, there are'4,000 va-
cancies but 59,000 applicants for
them. In tehnical and administrative
forces there are 27,000 applicatio-
ns for 2,400 vacancies.

Provided the Senate confirms
nominations, the WD proposes to
announce successful applicants on
or about July Ist. The men rema-
ining on the eligible list after that
will be utilized if Congress autori-
zes increases in the RA. If this
happens there will be another op-
portunity to apply for the Regular
Army.

Red Eye

-When the Second Bomb
Group moved from the old air-
field into Foggia last October
and November, the officers were
billeted in order of rank, and
when the Group filled up the
BOQ they discovered that the
flight officers were left out in
the cold, so to speak.

It
was agreed that the organization
would take the shape of a bar-
a healthful place, they planned,
in the open where one could
drink and sun himself at the
same time. It was set up on
the patio on the third floor,
walls sternly whitewashed, de-
corations colored a fiery red,
and an imposing bloodshot eye
painted on the yellow bar. Ev-
erything was done by the FO's
personally, and ‘the Red Eye
members (a selfs-tyled clique
that welcomes only Sarti resi-
dents) decided that it was to
be a before-meal (every meal)
cocktail lounge.

happily, idly, and put on shirts
only for the arrival of a USO
party, all members of which
have officio standing  in the
Red Eye.

Tradition Disputed

But more staid members of
the USO - stage hands probab-
ly — and officials in Theater Spe-
cials Services do not smile at
the ‘tradition. of the Red Eye.
The Sarti Hotel's reputation is
to them one of wild parties.
trumpeteers playing through the
windows all night, and a place
where bad girls go worse. Re-
cently an embittered USO di-
rective changed the Camps
Shows’ billets in Foggia to the
more moral 55th Station Hos-
pital, and they wondered abo-
ut one of their girls who de-
serted the show in Leghorn to
revisit one of the Sarti boys.

Red Eye's latest blow came
when a number of their tribe
was transferred to the 1808th
Engineers, “to work", the boys
say horrified. The Red Eye is
a sad place today. Over their
cokes the FO's falk of the
good old days, and ‘as_a mem-
ber pours himself another drink,
they say, without the former
brotherliness, *Mark it on the
books, Jack: You're going to
have to pay for drinks from
now om.”

We walked into BOQ 20:the
other day and came into a mild
fit of sneezing when we entered
a hallway foggy with DDT. Eur-
ther on were three Italians with
spraying units strapped to their
backs, and close by, his head in

~a mist of DDT, was Lt. Paul

Nighswonger, Foggia's inexora-
ble mosquito fighter:

He looked alittle weary and
we thought that perhaps all that
DDT was wearing him down.

Wives Objecr

“No," he explained, “DDT
doesn't hurt people. I've done
everything but swim in it and 1
feel okay. The worst of it is all
the trouble it seems to cause. A
lot of the wives don't like us to
spray their rooms. It does make
a big' mess.”

One of the two-man spray te-
ams prepared to spray an officer’s
room. Lt. Nighswonger covered
the exposed clothes with a blan-
ket, arranged the man’s raincoat
over some toilet articles and then
motioned the laborers to begin
One started plumping and in a
few moments the room was en-
veloped in an artifical fog of the
insect-killing solution.

Umberto II, fourth king of an Italy unified in 1861, became this
week the last member of the House of Savoy to rule this country. In 1848
Victor Emanuel [, from the ruling family of the state of Sardinia -
Piedmont, gained popular support of a confused Italian people when
he offered his father's * Statuo " to Italians, which provided for aking,

two-chamber parliament, and council of

deputies. With the aid

of the fiery Garibaldi, and (indirectly) even the help of the king- ha-
ting Mazzini, the House of Savoy ruled all of ltaly, except Venice,

by 1870,

The House of Savoy, associated
with the unification of Italy, went
on to make its reign fur from
distinguished in the annals of social
or political progress. When the
men about the King ( Mazzini,
Cavour, Garibaldi) died or left
public life, the nation floundered
externally and developed a case
of social sea- sikness internally.
King Umbertol, successor to
Victor Emanuel, was assinated in
1900 after many attempts at his
life.

Internationally, [taly was having
trouble with France and its ter.
ritorial ambitions. Bitter at the
French acquisition of Tunis, Italy
turned to Germany, and consented
to sign the Triple Alliance with
Austria, traditional enemy of Italy,
ag the third signatory. At the
turn of the century, Italy tried to
invade Albania and was repulsed,
but when she went into Lybia in
1911 the country in left one year,

King Powerless

In World Was [, Ttaly dissolved
the Triple Alliance when Austria
attacked, then accepted England’s
offer of Trieste and African colo-
nies, and entered the war against
Germany and Austria. The end of
the war left Ttaly weak; that and
the fact that Fogland could not live
up to her promises to Italy left the
way open for Mussulini, VictorEma-
nuel III did little to resist the
dictator, and evenutually the
king found himself powerless,

With the defeat of the Axis, a

Provisional Committee was esta-
blished and with the support of the
Allies, decided to let the people cho-
ose the form of government they de-
sired, Monarchy or Republie. Victor
Emanuel IIT abdicated after fourty-
tive yeals in power, ina political
move designed to strenthen the
position of the Monarchy. His son,
Umberto Il took over with the
humble statement: * I further conf-
irm my pledge to respect, as any
other Italtan, the frea decision of
the coming referendum which I
am sure will be inspired in the
best interests of the country.
The nation voted, but the Com-
munists and Socialists opposed the
monarchy, as did the Republican
Party tradionally anti-king and

great champions of Mazzini. By a '

H4% majority, the Republic won,

Memorial Day was observed
on_the 31st of May. In Italy,
three days later, the people we-
nt to the polls and chose their
Jorm of government and their
leaders. Women voted for the
first time on a large scale in
the country's history. In all, more
than eiphty per cent of the pe-
ople cast their ballots.

Following so closely upon the
day that we choose to puy tri-
bute to the memory of our men
who died fighting for these fre-
edoms, we cannot help but ob-
serve that 'they have not died
in vainl'
